2. Adopt a resolution submitting a ballot measure to the voters requiring that Council
vacancies be filled by special election (Attachment 2); OR

3. Leave intact the status quo under which each Council may choose whether to fill
vacancies of less than two years by appointment or special election (no action).
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Motion: Councilmember Harrington moved and Councilmember Ackley seconded to leave
intact the status quo under which each Council may choose whether to fill vacancies of
less than two years by appointment or special election. Motion carried 5-0.
