2. Authorize the City Manager to appropriate $125,000 in matching funds from the 
General Fund; 

3. Authorize Staff to obtain quotes and select a contractor for the Capital Improvement 
– City Hall Landscaping Project; and 

4. Authorize the City Manager to execute the Capital Improvement – City Hall 
Landscaping Project Contract for selected contractor.   

4.9. PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT FOR 35 PLAYA CIRCLE, ALISO VIEJO, 92656 
 
Recommended Action:  
1. Consider a draft purchase and sale agreement for the residential property located at 

35 Playa Circle, Aliso Viejo, CA 92656; 
2. Find that the purchase of the property is exempt from the California Environmental 

Quality Act pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines Sections 15301 (Existing Facilities);  
3. Approve the purchase and sale agreement for 35 Playa Circle, Aliso Viejo, CA 92656 

in the amount of $206,000 and direct the City Manager to take all necessary steps to 
close escrow and complete the purchase and sale of the property; and 

4. Authorize the appropriation of General Fund reserve funds in the amount of $57,350 
and $154,650 in Housing in Lieu funds for the purchase of the property.

Motion carried 4-1, with Councilmember Munzing 
dissenting.

LEASE AT 35 PLAYA CIRCLE, ALISO VIEJO, CA 92656  
 
Recommended Action:  
1. Consider a lease agreement between the City of Aliso Viejo and Family Assistance 

Ministries for the lease of property at 35 Playa Circle, Aliso Viejo, CA 92626, 
contingent on the City’s purchase of the property; 
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2. Find that the lease of the property is exempt from the California Environmental 
Quality Act pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines Sections 15301 (Existing Facilities); 
and 

3. Approve the lease agreement between the City and Family Assistance Ministries for 
the lease of property at 35 Playa Circle, Aliso Viejo, CA 92626, contingent on the 
City’s purchase of the property and direct the City Manager to take all necessary 
steps to execute the lease of the property.
