REQUEST TO APPROVE PLANNING APPLICATION PA21-011 (CUP/EP) FOR A
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT AND EXCEPTION PERMIT TO ALLOW FOR A LARGE
OUTPATIENT MEDICAL USE AND ALLOW A PARKING DEFICIENCY OF LESS THAN
15 PERCENT AT 27372 ALISO CREEK ROAD

City Manager David Doyle introduced Assistant Planner Izzak Mireles, who provided an
overview. Mayor Ackley opened the public hearing and there were no speakers. Mayor
Ackley closed the public hearing. Community Development Director Omar Dadabhoy and
applicant Robert Bunyan provided additional information. Staff and applicant responded
to questions regarding parking. Councilmembers commented on the matter.

Recommended Action:

1. Conduct a public hearing;

2. Find that the request is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant
to State CEQA Guidelines Sections 15301 and 15303 (Existing Facilities and New
Construction or Conversion of Small Structures); and

3. Adopt a Resolution to approve Planning Application PA21-011 (CUP/EP) for a
conditional use permit and an exception permit to allow a large outpatient medical use
and allow a parking deficiency of less than 15 percent at 27372 Aliso Creek Road.

Motion: Councilmember Munzing moved and Councilmember Hurt seconded to approve
the recommended actions. Motion carried 4-0-1, with Mayor Pro Tem Chun absent.

DRAFT 2021-2029 HOUSING ELEMENT UPDATE

City Manager David Doyle introduced Community Development Director Omar Dadabhoy,
who provided an overview. Mayor Ackley opened for public comment and City Clerk Mitzi
Ortiz entered the following communication into the record:

1. Catherine Van Camp expressed concern with aspects of the draft Housing Element.
Councilmembers commented on the matter.

Recommended Action: Review and accept the draft 2021-2029 Housing Element
Update document and direct staff to submit the document to the Department of Housing
and Community Development (HCD) to start the State's 60-day review and comment
period. The City Council is not adopting or approving the draft housing element document
at this time.

Motion: Councilmember Harrington moved and Councilmember Hurt seconded to approve
the recommended actions. Motion carried 4-0-1, with Mayor Pro Tem Chun absent.

BALLOT MEASURES FOR NOVEMBER 8, 2022 GENERAL MUNICIPAL ELECTION
FOR THE ADOPTION OF AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING TERM LIMITS FOR
MEMBERS OF THE CITY COUNCIL AND FOR THE ADOPTION OF A CHARTER
ESTABLISHING TERM LIMITS FOR MEMBERS OF THE CITY COUNCIL AND
REQUIRING SPECIAL ELECTIONS TO FILL COUNCIL VACANCIES

City Attorney Scott Smith provided an overview. City Clerk Mitzi Ortiz provided additional
information. Staff responded to questions regarding procedures to fill City Council
vacancies, difference between measures, retroactive terms limits, estimated cost for
special elections, dividing draft charter into two measures, election deadlines. City Council
discussion ensued.

Recommended Action:

1. Consider a resolution for a ballot measure for the November 8, 2022 General Municipal
Election adopting an ordinance establishing term limits for members of the City
Council.

2. Instruct staff to set and notice a first and second hearing on a resolution placing on the
November 8, 2022 ballot an Aliso Viejo charter establishing term limits for members of
the City Council and requiring special elections for Council vacancies.

Motion: Mayor Ackley moved and Councilmember Harrington seconded to instruct staff to
set and notice a first and second public hearing to consider a resolution placing on the
November 8, 2022 General Municipal Election two ballot measures that would adopt a city
charter establishing term limits for members of the City Council and requiring special
elections to fill Council vacancies. Motion carried 3-1-1, with Councilmember Munzing
dissenting and Mayor Pro Tem Chun absent.

Motion: Councilmember Harrington moved and Mayor Ackley seconded to postpone
consideration of a resolution for a ballot measure for the November 8, 2022 General
Municipal Election adopting an ordinance establishing term limits for members of the City
Council. Motion carried 4-0-1, with Mayor Pro Tem Chun absent.
