CONSTRUCT A 505 SQUARE FOOT UPPER DECK EXPANSION AND EXTERIOR 
STAIRCASE TO ACCOMMODATE ADDITIONAL OUTDOOR SEATING; AN 
EXCEPTION PERMIT (EP) FOR REDUCED PARKING CAPACITY; AND A 
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (CUP) TO EXPAND ESTABLISHED ALCOHOLIC 
BEVERAGE CONTROL (ABC) LICENSE TYPE 47 (ON-SALE GENERAL – EATING 
PLACE AND BEER AND WINE) FOR A FULL-SERVICE RESTAURANT (STADIUM 
BREW COMPANY) AT 26731 ALISO CREEK ROAD UNIT C 
 
City Manager David Doyle introduced Associate Planner John Kanlund, who provided an 
overview.  Community Development Director So Kim provided additional information.  
Staff responded to questions regarding proposed lounge area, existing trees, parking 
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deficiency, and external staircase.  Mayor Chun opened the public hearing.  There were 
no comments.  Mayor Chun closed the public hearing.   
 
Recommended Action:  
1. Find that the request is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant 

to State CEQA Guidelines Sections 15301 (Existing Facilities); and 
2. Adopt Resolution No. 2022-26 approving Planning Application PA22-001 for a Site 

Development Permit (SDP) to construct a 505 square foot upper deck expansion and 
exterior staircase to accommodate additional outdoor seating; an Exception Permit 
(EP) for reduced parking capacity; and a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to expand 
established Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) license type 47 (on-sale general – 
eating place and beer and wine) for a full-service restaurant (Stadium Brew Company) 
at 26731 Aliso Creek Road. 

 
Motion: Councilmember Munzing moved and Councilmember Ackley seconded to 
approve the recommended actions, as amended to add a condition requiring submittal to 
OCFA for review and approval.  Motion carried 5-0.  

5.2. REQUEST TO APPROVE PLANNING APPLICATION PA22-006 FOR A SITE 
DEVELOPMENT PERMIT TO REMODEL THE TWO-STORY CLUBHOUSE BUILDING, 
UPGRADE THE OUTDOOR COMMON AREA INCLUDING THE POOL AND 
ASSOCIATED LANDSCAPE/HARDSCAPE, AND DEMOLISH THE GUARD SHACK AT 
5000 CITY LIGHTS DRIVE, AND DETERMINE THAT THE PROJECT IS 
CATEGORICALLY EXEMPT FROM CEQA
