1.1 CITY COUNCIL'S PUBLIC STATEMENT ON NON-VIOLENT PROTESTS AND

INCLUSIVE POLICIES

Substitute Motion: Councilmember Harrington moved and Mayor Munzing seconded to
approve the statement as modified to include faith-based community and law
enforcement personnel, and striking Law Enforcement Code of Ethics and anarchism in
the recitals. Motion carried unanimously.

UPDATE ON TOWN CENTER IMPROVEMENTS

City Manager David Doyle provided an overview and introduced a video. City Attorney
Scott Smith provided additional information. Staff responded to questions regarding
funding source and use of public funds. Councilmembers commented on the matter.

Recommended Action:

1. Receive update on Town Center Improvements;

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute agreements for improvements at Town Center
and appropriate and authorize additional expenditures from CARES ACT funds as
follows:

a. Choura Events ($40,000)

b. PartyWorks Interactive ($60,000)

c. Space Activation and Marketing/Promotion ($30,000)

d. Cleaning, Sanitizing stations and other COVID preventative measures ($20,000)

3. Authorize the City Manager to reallocate funds between line items as needed.

Motion: Counciimember Harrington moved and Councilmember Chun seconded to
approve the recommended actions. Motion carried unanimously.
