9.2 FREEDOM OF SPEECH ORDINANCE  (This item was agendized for discussion by Councilmember Agran)

Councilmember Agran read Municipal Code 4-14-601 and expressed concern about City resident’s rights being discouraged by businesses and enforcement of the ordinance.

City Council discussion included punitive implementation for violations; national rules overriding the City’s rules; educating residents about the ordinance and their rights; and probability of increased compliance if new ordinance is adopted.

Direct City Attorney to develop an ordinance for future consideration by the City Council that will establish an administrative citation and fine procedure as a means of enforcing the City’s adopted Freedom of Speech Ordinance.
