3.1 FUND EXCHANGE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE ORANGE COUNTY TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY AND THE CITY OF IRVINE (Submitted by Public Works/Transportation Development)

ACTION:

1) CONTRACT NO. 4953 - Approved the Fund Exchange Agreement between the Orange County Transportation Authority and the City of Irvine.

2) Approved the budget adjustment to allocate $6.85 million of federal Regional Surface Transportation Program (RSTP) funding to CIP 321210 and $1.4 million of federal RSTP funding to CIP 322740.  Established a new CIP account to set aside $6.85 million of Gas Tax, Measure M Turnback and Systems Development Charges from CIP 321210 and $1.4 million of Gas Tax and Developer Fees & Exactions from CIP 322740 to be used to reimburse the Orange County Transportation Authority.

Allison Hart will continue as a City employee receiving full salary and benefits consistent with the terms of her employment agreement through December 30, 2005 and will be available on site as needed during this time.
