City Manager Chi announced that former Community Development Director, Pete
Carmichael, was appointed as the new Executive Director of Great Park, and former
Deputy Director Tim Gehrich would fulfill the role of Director of Community Development.
ln addition, City Manager Chi announced that the City had commenced an initial review
of the Orange County Power Authority policies related to its finances and public records
requests; and that the final process of procuring an independent audit firm would be
completed in the weeks to come.

The Sweet Shade Neighborhood Park playground will be updated to become a
Universal Playground thanks to $2.8 million dollars in State funding secured by
Assemblywoman Cottie Petrie-Norris. Sweet Shade is home to Sweet Shade Ability
Center, where the City's Disability Services program provides activities for
individuals with sensory, physical, or cognitive disabilities, and their family
members. The playground will be the first of its kind in lrvine and will be designed
to meet the needs of all residents regardless of ability. The Universal Playground
will include multigenerational play components to support playground usage by
those with disabilities, as well as their parents and caregivers; an adaptive swing;
a sensory garden; and an adjacent restroom and adult changing area. The
playground will be wheelchair accessible, include interactive equipment for a variety
of ages, and will be usable by all people to the greatest extent possible. This is part
of the ongoing efforts to ensure lrvine is an inclusive community, with the support
and partnership of Assemblywoman Petrie-Norris in providing this resource. As
plans are finalized on the playground's construction, updates will be posted online
at cityofi rv i n e. org/SweetS h ad e P I ayg rou n d.

CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST BY VICE MAYOR KUO
REGARDING ELECTRONIC VEHICLE CHARGING AT GREAT
PARK, CHARGE READY 

'/VFRASIRUCTURE,

WITH CASCO CONTRACTING

This item was agendized at the request of Vice Mayor Kuo, who
requested an update on electric vehicle charging at Great Park, charge
ready infrastructure, and the contract with Casco Contracting.

Oliver Chi, City Manager, presented the staff report and responded to
questions.

City Council discussion included: clarifying the terms of the City's
contracted relationship with Casco and subcontractor Noodoe; inquired
about public concerns related to Casco's subcontracted services and
cybersecurity matters; examined issues about the quality of
manufactured charging products; reviewed the administrative process
for vendors to meet specified requirements for compliance; determined
organizational responsibilities to address employment regulations in
contracted services; examined the timeline and decision-making
process for selecting Casco for procured services; analyzed the revenue
structure of Casco and prior stated estimates for a return on investment;
and suggested that staff provide a future update on the prior stated
terms with Casco for City Council review.
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By consensus, rece¡ved and filed.

CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST BY COUNCILMEMBER KIM
FOR A STATUS UPDATE ON ALL AMERICAN ASPHALT

This item was agendized at the request of Councilmember Kim, who
requested a status update on All American Asphalt.

Oliver Chi, City Manager, and Jeff Melching, City Attorney, presented a
status update and responded to questions. Pete Carmichael, Director of
Community Development, was also available for questions.

City Council discussion included: clarifying why the All American
Asphalt (AAA) business license has not been overturned; questioned
which factors related to the South Coast Air Quality Management District
(AOMD) involvement had impeded the City's ability to take further legal
action on AAA; inquired about the process of demonstrating the cause
and effect of AAA business operations and community health issues;
examined public feedback related to a press release from lrvine
Company about the All American Asphalt's relocation; explored legal
remedies and costs associated with condemnation, including imminent
domain and injunctive relief; inquired about the status of litigation
initiated by nearby residents; noted legislative support for earmarking
funds for relocation; questioned the feasibility of filing a criminal
complaint; inquired about imposed fines and pledges related to AAA by
external agencies; highlighted the volume of hazardous emissions
produced by AAA into the community; suggested the extension of
Jeffrey Road to California State Route 241 once the All American
Asphalt plant is relocated; recommended stricter legal strategies; and
suggested a continuance for public discussion at a future meeting.

ACTION: Moved by Councilmember Agran to

Pursue the following four strategies regarding All American
Asphalt:

a) Continue settlement discussions with All American
Asphalt, with a goal of near-term protections for residents,
and with shut-down and relocation of the asphalt plant to
be achieved as expeditiously as possible.

b) Engage the City Attorney, along with special counsel, to
seek preliminary and permanent abatement of the All
American Asphalt public nuisances, seeking to obtain a
favorable decision from the Court prior to the end of this
year.
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c) Prepare an analysis of the City's ability to adopt and
impose air pollutant standards in addition to and/or more
stringent than those imposed by the South Coast Air
Quality Management District. This analysis should
specifically include the study of options to regulate
maximum allowable emissions of specific target pollutants
that are known carcinogens or othen¡rrise known to be
harmfulto human health.

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CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST BY COUNCILMEMBERS
AGRAN AND KIM TO D'SCUSS A TRANSITION TO DISTRICT
ELECTIONS AA/D COUNCIL EXPANSION

This item was agendized at the request of Councilmembers Agran and
Kim to discuss a potential transition to district elections and/or City
Council expansion from five to seven members.

City Council discussion included: inquiring about district elections in
relation to the California Voting Rights Act and racial polarized voting;
discussed ways of maintaining community representation; noted the
existing threat of litigation to transition to district voting; suggested the
formation of a subcommittee to discuss the municipal process of
creating City Council districts; clarified the timeline and procedure for
implementing charter amendments; and suggested the use of
demographers and external organizations for professional guidance in
exploring a transition to district elections.

Oliver Chi, City Manager and Jeff Melching, City Attorney, responded to
questions.

ACTION: Moved by Mayor Khan, to

Establish a subcommittee comprised of two Councilmembers to
explore various options to transition to direct elections and/or City
Council expansion from five members to seven.

ACTION: A friendly amendment was made by Councilmember Kim to
