6. _CONSIDERATIONS:

A. Frank Rewold & Sons — 333 East 3™ Street. — Special Project

Vidya McKenna Planner gave her overview of the proposed project. Since the last meeting the
applicant was provided feedback on parking, landscaping, and sidewalks. The applicant has made
changes to the landscaping and sidewalks. The building size has dropped from 33,132 Square feet
down to 28,000 square feet. The building floor size has increased from 94 to 120 feet. Parking has
been reduced by 26 spaces; the traffic light has been eliminated. It is recommended that the
planning commission place this item for a public hearing on your next agenda.

Chris Allor the Architect was present for the Rewold Family. A small trail is proposed to tie in with
the area. The building was inspired by the Mills and the Rewold’s wanted a building that would fit in
that area of Rochester.
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Bill Mesta, CFO, was also present on behalf of Rewold’s. This will be Rewold’s 5" project they have
developed and own. We are bringing in construction work along with jobs. There will be an accounting
firm, restaurant, and market.

Commissioner King inquired if the sidewalks could be softened to accommodate the bikes that come in
off the trails. Could the handicap parking be moved closer to the restaurant area. Chris stated they
could investigate moving some of the spaces.

Commissioner Hauser thanked the petitioner for being responsive to the Planning Commissions prior
concerns and that the development will be a nice addition to that area.

Commission members inquired if more parking islands can be placed along with maybe some brick on
the corner to soften the look. It would be nice if bike racks were also placed in the area being close to
the Farmer’s Market.
