Bob Justin, Rhumbline LLC, 92 and 280 Mill Street, requested these properties be excluded from 

the SAD as they do not benefit from PSD activities. 

 

Greg Swett, Swett Equity LLC, 81 Mill Street, objected to this address being included. 

 

Pierre Atallah, 610/613/543 Main Street, 134 West University Drive and 530 Pine Street, objects to 

these properties being included in the PSD SAD as they do not benefit.  He requested that medical 

offices as a class not benefitted by the PSD.   

 

Ann Peterson, 233 N. Alice, commented that Mill Street does not belong in the PSD and supports 

removing these properties from the SAD. 

 

Paul Haig, downtown resident and business owner, stated that the PSD enhances the downtown. 

 

Ben Giovanelli, DDA Chair, commented on how the DDA and PSD work together to make 

downtown a desirable place.
