Chairman McGee stated this was a change from the Joint meeting with Council and was not sure
he wanted to proceed with this request. City Manager Banda stated he would rather the
Commission Vote no than stop the process. Discussion ensued between Commission members
on the Ordinance Amendment and discussion of the elevator property.

McKenna Planner, Vidya displayed a map showing the boundary lines.

B. Consideration of Ordinance Amendment to Section 2807 - dumpster and trash storage
enclosures.

City Attorney Jeff Kragt gave the overview of the dumpster and trash storage enclosures.
This Ordinance would allow the Building Official to approve alternative materials for sites
not coming before the commission.

Commission Gassen had a concern of delegating alternative materials onto the Building
Official. City Manager Nik Banda stated that the Building Official cannot sign off until
Planning Signs off first.
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Chairman McGee opened the public hearing at 7:44 p.m.

Will Coretrick a resident of Great Oaks inquired if this ordinance pertained to the garbage
carts. City Manager Banda stated only would apply to actual dumpsters.

D. Brown Iron 265 E Second St. - Site Plan and Special Exception for parking in lieu of.

Vidya, McKenna Planner gave her overview of the site plan. This site is an existing non-
conforming structure. Access and circulation were the biggest challenges of this site. The
dumpster was addressed at the last Meeting, there is not another area to move the
dumpster without effecting parking. The Applicant is proposing twenty-three parking
spaces with twenty seven spaces needed leaving a shortage of four parking spaces. Itis
recommended that the Planning Commission approve with the following conditions.

Payment in lieu of four parking spaces.

Address issue of the shared parking in the Farmers Market lot.
Replacement of new dumpster gates wood or vinyl to match building.
City to approve all signage for the location.

Vidya stated only one was needed.

The Applicant Patricia was present and spoke about the properties she owns in the area.
Brown Iron is a family-owned business that opened in 2015. Brown Iron was hamed as one
of the top fifty companies in the state. Brown Iron has a location in Washington Twp and
Royal Oak. Patricia stated she has been looking for 5 years for a property in Rochester.
Neither of the other locations have had any police issues.

Chairman Mcgee mentioned that the planner marked 4 conditions and wanted to make sure
the applicant was aware of those conditions. Patricia stated she was aware of the
conditions and understood the four spaces.

Tom Bosley was present and stated he has a full kitchen at the Lake Orion location and a
manufacturing facility in Rochester Hills.

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F. The Downtown Inn (f.k.a., the Spartan Hotel) - 1100 N. Main St. - Site Plan/Elevation
modification.

Vidya, McKenna Planner gave her overview of the review for Downtown Inn. Parking is one
space per guest room. This is the third review, and no parking calculations were submitted.
Parking is based off Vidya’s calculations. New limestone tile is proposed on the facade, shades
are in grey and black. Approval is recommended with the following seven conditions.

1. Replacement of parking bumper blocks defining the edges of main circular driveway.

2. The height of the vinyl fence along the east property line to not exceed 8 feet.

3. Replacement of existing wall mounted light fixtures to be shielded or add shields to existing
lighting.

4. |Installation of two ornamental trees along the site’s frontage.

5. Irrigation and maintaining landscape in compliance with the Ordinance standards.

6. Paint a cross walk across Terry St. With administrations oversight.

7. Mark and use signage for handicap parking spaces.

Chairman Mcgee inquired about a possible safety issue with the sidewalk. The parking area is
asphalt, and the sidewalk is cement. The sidewalk can be blocked at times with vehicles
extending over onto the sidewalk.

The petitioner Peter Kalaj was present and stated he did not have any issues with the
conditions.

Chairman McGee opened the public hearing at 8:32 p.m.

There was no public to be heard.

Chairman McGee closed the public hearing at 8:33 p.m.

Mark, the Architect for Elle on Main was present. Responses are being worked on for the public
hearing. Parking on the narrow lot was addressed. Mark felt a rendering of the back side of the
building should not be needed, elevations were submitted, and the lighting plan was revised. Vidya
explained the elevation was due to the portion facing the residential side.

The Commission stated they were ok without the rendering.

Commissioner King inquired about the parking and if there was parking outside the pillars.
Mark stated there is parking outside the pillars. Hedges would be 18 up to 36 Inches.
