Of those four contacts,
one resulted in an arrest by the Berwyn Police Department. Two (2) of the stops involved
discrepancies with the registration plates not having the LEADS Hit of a stolen motor vehicle
removed and the last Flock hit involved a reckless driver with the description of a passenger
being obtained, because he was hanging out of the vehicle.
